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The House Committee on Local Government and Municipal Finance was called to order by 
Chair Fitzgerald.

Roth) A bill to amend 1982 PA 162, entitled "Nonprofit 
corporation act," by amending section 123 (MCL 
450.2123), as amended by 2014 PA 557.

HB 4313 (Rep. Coffia) A bill to amend 1897 PA 230, entitled "An act to 
provide for the formation of corporations for the 
purpose of owning, maintaining, and improving 
lands and other property kept for the purposes of 
summer resorts or for ornament, recreation, or 
amusement; to provide for the powers and duties 
of certain state governmental officers and entities; 
and to repeal acts and parts of acts," (MCL 455.1 
to 455.24) by adding section 19.

455.72) by adding section 12a.

HB 4978 (Rep. Roth) A bill to amend 1982 PA 162, entitled "Nonprofit 
corporation act," by amending section 123 (MCL 
450.2123), as amended by 2014 PA 557.

Association, testified in support of HB 4977 and HB 4978. Questions and discussion 
followed.

Polehanki) A bill to amend 1970 PA 132, entitled "An act to 
provide for the filing of surveys in the office of the
register of deeds relative to land divisions; and to 
prescribe the conditions of the survey," by 
amending sections 1, 2, and 3 (MCL 54.211, 
54.212, and 54.213), sections 1 and 3 as amended 
by 2018 PA 193 and section 2 as amended by 1988
PA 24.

Cailtin Stadler, representing the Office of Senator Polehanki, and Arthur Brintnall, 
representing the Michigan Society of Professional Surveyors, testified in support of SB 337.
