“Carnival-amusement safety act of 1966,"by amending
section 2 (MCL 408.652), as amended by 2000 PA 346, and
by adding section 7a.

(Rep. Albert) A bill to promote compliance with certain
health and safety standards by certain fairs and festivals in
this state; to establish a fair and festival carnival safety
partnership program; to provide for the recognition of fair
and festival carnival safety partners; and to provide for the
powers and duties of certain state officers and entities.
