The House Committee on Criminal Justice was called to order by Chair Hope.

800.61) by adding section 33a.

33, 33c, 34, and 35 (MCL 791.233, 791.233c, 
791.234, and 791.235), sections 33 and 34 as 
amended by 2019 PA 14, section 33c as added by 



1994 PA 217, and section 35 as amended by 2019 
PA 13.

HB 4453 (Rep. Farhat) A bill to amend 1985 PA 87, entitled "William Van
Regenmorter crime victim's rights act," by 
amending sections 13 and 41 (MCL 780.763 and 
780.791), section 41 as amended by 2000 PA 503.
