HB 5169 (Rep. Hernandez) A bill to amend 1961 PA 236,
entitled "Revised judicature act of 1961," (MCL 600.101 to
600.9947) by adding section 2912i.

Companies of Michigan; and Craig Thompson, construction law attorney, testified in support of
HB 5169. Questions and discussion followed.

HB 5169.

Bill Flory, representing the Michigan Association for Justice, testified in opposition to HB 5169.

HB 5161 (Rep. Bellino) A bill to prohibit the sale of vapor products
or alternative nicotine products that contain vitamin E
acetate; and to prescribe penalties.
