Wentworth) A joint resolution proposing an amendment to the
state constitution of 1963, by amending section 26
of article IV, to require approval by two-thirds for
certain bills.

sections 658 and 661 as amended by 2012 PA 270
and section 659 as amended by 2014 PA 94, and
by adding section 759e.

A bill to amend 1954 PA 116, entitled "Michigan
election law," by amending section 765a (MCL
168.765a), as amended by 2020 PA 177.
