SENTENCING REFORM

• Michigan Joint Task Force on Jail and Pretrial Incarceration

• Revised license suspensions

• Decriminalized some traffic misdemeanors

• Eliminated mandatory minimum jail sentences

• Prioritized alternatives to arrest/jail sentences 

• Focused on reducing jail for people on probation/parole

• Outstanding: bail reform 

• Apply same model to felonies and prison

• Habitual Offender reform
