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The House Standing Committee on Transportation was called to order by Chair O'Malley.

bicyclists, pedestrians, and other legal users of 
roads, streets, and highways; to set up and 
establish the truck safety fund; to provide for the 
allocation of funds from the truck safety fund and 
administration of the fund for truck safety 
purposes; to set up and establish the Michigan 



truck safety commission; to establish certain 
standards for road contracts for certain businesses;
to provide for the continuing review of 
transportation needs within the state; to authorize 
the state transportation commission, counties, 
cities, and villages to borrow money, issue bonds, 
and make pledges of funds for transportation

Senator Runestad, joined by Ed Noyola, representing the County Road Association of 
Michigan, testified in support of SB 518. Questions and discussion followed.

Senator MacDonald testified in support of SB 519. 

Troy Hagon, joined by Director of the Bureau of Finance and Administration Patrick 
McCarthy, Director of the Bureau of Transportation Planning Todd White, and Manager of 
Statewide Planning Section Eric Mullen, all representing the Michigan Department of 
Transportation, testified in opposition to SB 518 and SB 519. Questions and discussion 
followed.

Monica Ackerman, representing the Michigan Road Preservation Association, joined by 
Stewart Schwikert, representing Pavement Maintenance Systems, testified in opposition to 
SB 518 and SB 519. Questions and discussion followed.

Senator Runestad and Ed Noyola approached to make additional testimony in support of the 
bills.

Howell) A bill to amend 1925 PA 289, entitled "An act to 
create and maintain a fingerprint identification and
criminal history records division within the 
department of state police; to require peace 
officers, persons in charge of certain institutions, 
and others to make reports respecting juvenile 
offenses, crimes, and criminals to the state police; 
to require the fingerprinting of an accused by 
certain persons; and to provide penalties and 
remedies for a violation of this act," by amending 
section 3 (MCL 28.243), as amended by 2018 PA 
67.
