Sneller) A bill to amend 1949 PA 300, entitled "Michigan
vehicle code," (MCL 257.1 to 257.923) by adding
section 638a.

HB 4998 (Rep. O'Malley) A bill to amend 1949 PA 300, entitled "Michigan
vehicle code," by amending section 638 (MCL
257.638).
