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Assistance for Airports: 

• Allows for eco friendly ways to do required equipment 
testing

2019 Eco Carts for 19 airports; $400,000 

• Phase I -Testing & monitoring of airport facilities

2020 Airport Grants; $4,000,000 

• Phase II – testing and monitoring of groundwater, surface 
water and soils- 19 airports = $4.9 Million in grant funds

• Remediation Phase- can apply for additional funds to do 
remediation activities in 2023

2022 Airport Grants; $11,650,000

Assistance for Airports: 

• MPART is collecting PFAS AFFF for disposal

• 10 airports have participated and over 5,520 gallons of 
AFFF has been collected for disposal
