LESS CRIME AND MORE EMPLOYMENT

The Swift and Sure Sanctions Probation Program has

resulted in less crime and more employment:

e Swift and Sure probationers are 36% less likely to reof-
fend, compared to probationers on regular probation.

e Only 14% of graduates are unemployed at discharge.

Regarding th
unemployed

is same group of probationers — 67% were
at admission.

The program targets high-risk felony offenders with a history of probation violations
or failures. Swift and Sure program performance is tracked by the Supreme Court as part of a
broader performance measures initiative to monitor court performance statewide. Data collect-
ed is used to identify and share best practices and to target areas that need improvement.
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
